Update on the previous months issues 
 
The NHP team to liaise with partners to gather information on what activities will be 
available for youths throughout the Summer and then feedback to the youths: The 
youth service have put on sports outreach sessions, climbing wall and diversionary 
activities in the Freckleton and Lower Lane areas. These sessions have been well 
attended. 
 
Underage drinking – The  NHP team to work closely with off licenses to gather 
evidence of any persons attempting to purchase alcohol for persons underage: 
During the month of July the team have poured away a large amount of alcohol 
and confiscated 10 bottles of Stella Artois. They have given fines for drinking 
under-age, proxy buying and for supplying minors with alcohol.
